(Queens, NY b February, 2007) - Queens' first and only film-video series dedicated to present
independent fiction, documentary, and experimental works focused on the lives and
experiences of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transsexual (LGBT) peoples and communities will
begin its Spring 2007 Monthly Season Series with the program THE OTHER LENS in
celebration of Black History Month. The films to be presented are: QA Litany for Survival: The
Life and Work of Audre LordeQ directed by Ada Gay Griffin and Michelle Parkerson, and
(Brother to BrotherQ directed by Rodney Evans.

QA Litany for SurvivalO features the life and work of the poet and American visionary Audre
Lorde whose poetry and prose speak to her deepest convictions - love and anger, civil rights
and sexuality, family politics and the glories of nature. Lorde gave voice to a political generation
and became a role model not only for Black women, but for everyone who believes, as she did,
that "liberation is not the private province of any one particular group.” In 1992 Lorde lost her
battle to breast cancer but she leaves behind a rich and vital legacy. This presentation is made

Winner of numerous awards including the Sundance Film Festival Special Jury Prize and the
Gordon Parks Screenwriting Award, CBrother to BrotherQOis a feature length narrative film

which follows the emotional and psychological journey of a young black gay artist as he
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discovers the hidden legacies of the gay and lesbian subcultures within the Harlem

Renaissance. Co-presented with The National Black Programming Consortium.

After the screening, join us in a Q&A panel discussion Q&A with Actor Duane Boutte (Young
Bruce in Brother to Brother) and Dorothy Thigpen (Executive Director of Third World Newsreel).
