Queens, NY (December 5, 2007) --Queens' first and only film-video series dedicated to present
independent fiction, documentary, and experimental works focused on LGBT lives and
experiences, starts the New Year with program XPERIMENTING, a screening presentation
works that challenge cinematic conventions and provide a fresh insight of new LGBT films. The
program includes a selection of short experimental works and Mary Jordon’s feature “Jack
Smith And The Destruction of Atlantis.”

Jack Smith And The Destruction of Atlantis is a mesmerizing collage of images and audio
from the life and work of Jack Smith, the gay underground filmmaker, photographer,
performance artist, and anti-capitalist, who worked in New York from the '60s until his death in
1989. Highlights include the story behind the Supreme Court case over the banning of his 1963
classic Flaming Creatures. This film’s presentation is in collaboration with the program and

exhibition New York States of Mind now on view at QMA.

A Q&A panel with invited guest directors will follow the presentation. Light

refreshments will be served.
