(Queens, NY - March, 2007) Queens' first and only film-video series dedicated to present 

independent fiction, documentary, and experimental works focused on the lives and 

experiences of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transsexual (LGBT) peoples and communities 

continues its Spring 2007 Monthly Season Series with the program SAPPHIC TALES, 

featuring works that explore womenÕs voices and their struggle for acceptance, love and 

tolerance. 

 

The screening includes the presentation of the powerful and moving Spanish feature film 

“Electroshock”, directed by Juan Carlos Claver, about the enduring strength and dignity of two 

womenÕs love for one another during the repressive Franco years. In 1972, teachers Pilar and 

Elvira meet and form a close friendship that soon becomes much more. But when PilarÕs 

overbearing mother discovers their relationship, she has her daughter committed, agreeing to 

electroshock therapy to ÒcureÓ her condition while forbidding Elvira to have any contact. Despite 

this, the women reunite Ð but the therapy is not without lasting consequences. 

 

The preceding short film “Lez Side Story,” directed by local filmmakers Hedia Maron & Faye 

Driscoll, is a queer community extravaganza where 20 women, mostly gleaned from lesbian 

bars, highlight and refashion the classic Sondheim musical.  In a playful re-imagining of queer 

scene politics through song and dance, two rival gangs the Lezzies and the Fruits fight to 

protect their turf and their identity.  What will it take for the bands of queers to stop hating and 

learn to love themselves and one another? 
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After the screening, join us in a Q&A panel discussion with local filmmakers Hedia Maron and 

Faye Driscoll. A cocktail reception and light refreshments will follow the presentation.
