and lesbian community. The films to be presented are: Feature documentaries QVith
You!,Odirected by Yaniv Dabach, and Changing Perceptions: Profile Of An Openly
Gay Pro Wrestler,Odirected by Victor Rook. The screening also includes the lesbian
short Migh Heels On WheelsQdirected by Donna Cassyd and Leslie Slone.

Qvith You!Gchronicles how a gay rugby team and its members find new confidence,
pride, and identity as they confront their internal self hatred, and homophobia from the
sportsOwhile @hanging PerceptionskE Otells the story of how an openly gay pro
wrestler, Simon Sermon, defies flamboyant gay stereotypes in professional wrestling.
The film also includes other voices like the legendary pro-wrestler, Adrian Street aka
Exotic, a straight man who played a gay character in pro-wrestling for nearly four
decades. Migh Heels On WheelsQoffers a look into the fast-paced, rollerblading sport
which was once one of the only outlets for female professional athletes.
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After the screening, attending representatives from various gay and lesbian sports
groups will join and participate in a Q&A panel discussion with the audience. A cocktall
reception and light refreshments will follow at the Unisphere gallery of the museum.
