A rare and com pelling docum entary film  that  explores t he effect s of t he US 

m ilit aryÕs ÒdonÕt  ask, donÕt  tellÓ policy on gay and lesbian soldiers and service 

m em bers.  Current  and veteran gay soldiers reveal how ÒdonÕt  ask , donÕt  tellÓ affects 

them  dur ing t heir t ours of  duty , as t hey st ruggle t o m aintain a double life, uncertain 

of whom  t hey can t rust .
