Queens' first and only Queer film series dedicated to present independent fiction, 

documentary, and experimental works focused on the lives and experiences of lesbian, 

gay, bisexual and transsexual (LGBT) peoples and communities, continues its Fall 2006 

Series with the program TRANSBODIES, featuring works that explore Identity & Self 

through Intimate Accounts of Transgendered and Gender-Variant People.  

 
The screening includes the presentation of the feature documentary ÒAlmost Myself,Ó 

directed by Tom Murray, about the experiences and lives of various male-to-female 

transgender individuals.  The documentary questions themes like: What happens when 

a young Gay man, struggling with his gender and sexuality, decides to have surgery to 

become a female, and later decides to return to being a Gay man again? Or can 

someone live their life full time as a female, but still have a penis? These are some of 

the stories told in the fascinating, poignant, and informative work.  This presentation is 

preceded by ÒKaden,Ó a short documentary, directed by Harriet Storm, that follows 

Kaden Rushford, a 29-year-old female-to-male transgender, as he considers the 

complex issues concerning identity, sexuality, and his pursuit of the 'right' body.  
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Director Tom Murray, and Kaden Rushford will attend the screening and join in a Q&A 

panel with Pauline Park, co-founder and chair of NYAGRA (New York Association for 

Gender Rights Advocacy), and Michael Silverman, executive director of TLDEF 

(Transgender Legal Defense & Education Fund).  A cocktail reception and light 

refreshments will follow the presentation.
