About the Films

Hotel Gondolin is a documentary portrait of a unique building that is run collaboratively by sex
workers whose everyday lives as residents of the hotel is challenged by the neighbors and the
local authorities. Eggs for Breakfast explores the difficulties a gay couple are confronted to
face when one day, over breakfast, their relationship is tested. In My Boyfriend is a Hustler, a
couple of boys struggle to make ends meet in the big city where one of them hustles to get
money and happines. Little Mermaid presents the story of a five year old boy who lives happily
in his home until one day he decides to dress as a mermaid for a costume party. The Day |
Died is the story of a girl, her brother and their best friend on a long, hot summerOsday in
Chascomeesin Argentinia where a love-triangle takes its course, and in Emilio@ Eyes, a young

man goes to Puerto Vallarta, looking for David, his one night lover.
